How to Light your Gas Fireplace






Turning Gas Off

1.
You should have a gas valve under or outside of the fireplace. This valve

Is typically a red plastic handle (under the fireplace) or it may be

a gold plated valve at the wall of the room (near the fireplace) that

requires a long key to open/close. 

2.
You should also have a gas control under the fireplace that has various settings on 

 
it (on, off, pilot). 

3. Turn both valves to the off position. You may have to push in the valve under the fireplace (the one with the settings) to get it to turn. If you have a plastic handle valve, turn it until it stops (a quarter turn). If you have a gold-plated shut off, turn it all the way to the right. Gas to the fireplace is now off. Leave off for 10 minutes.

Note:
Gas can be turned off at the gas meter with a wrench in an emergency. The meter


is typically located at the exterior, though it may be at the basement in an older 


house. This would turn off gas to the entire house.







Lighting

1. Turn the gas valve at the wall or under the fireplace (plastic handle) to the open

position. (Red handle at left in picture).

2. Turn the gas valve (the one with settings) to pilot. You will likely need to push

this in for it to turn. (Turn Pilot to “6” o’clock) (Black round button near bottom of picture)

3. Push the knob in once you reach the pilot setting and hold it in.

4. Light the pilot by pushing in the electronic ignitor button (small red button in picture).

5. You may need to push this several times, especially if the fireplace has not been

used for some time. (remember to keep the pilot button pushed in).

6. After the pilot lights, continue to hold in the pilot button for 30-60 seconds, then

slowly release. The pilot should stay lit. If not, retry.

7. Light the fireplace by using the remote or wall switch or the on-off switch located

under the fireplace. You only need to light the pilot once in the winter. You do 

not need to shut off the pilot after each use.

8. Be careful not to keep the gas valve open if the fireplace is not lighting. Shut the valve

off and wait several minutes before re-trying.

Note:
Your fireplace (especially if older) may not have an electronic ignitor. If not, you


may need to light the fireplace with a long match or similar device. The rest of the


procedure is the same. You will have to locate the pilot so you will know where to 


place the match. I do not recommend that you light your fireplace this way unless


you are very comfortable doing so.
